Attraverso il potenziamento delle principali abilità linguistiche quali 

Reading, Writing, Listening e Speaking (per una conoscenza di livello intermedio superiore B2 – CEFR), lo studente 

dovrà essere in grado di: 

 leggere e comprendere testi specialistici in lingua inglese relativi all’ambito artistico, con particolare riferimento 

al restauro; 

 elaborare un testo scritto che abbia per argomento aspetti relativi alla conservazione e al restauro dell’arte 

contemporanea; 

 esporre oralmente il suddetto testo utilizzando un lessico specifico appropriato, dimostrando di avere acquisito 

le conoscenze linguistiche di livello intermedio in riferimento alla grammatica e alla sintassi, nonché di saper 

comunicare in modo chiaro e articolato, riuscendo a esprimere il proprio punto di vista.   

METODOLOGIA 

Il corso si articola in lezioni frontali e interattive, attività pratiche quali lettura e traduzione di testi tratti da 

riviste/pubblicazioni di settore, in lingua inglese; visione e ascolto di film/video in lingua originale relativi alle pratiche di 

conservazione e restauro delle opere di artisti contemporanei della scena internazionale; conversazione sulle tematiche 

trattate ed esercitazioni scritte.
