	Campo testo 17: Each artistic product implies a technique, that is a set of operations that intervene on the material, organizing and qualifying it according to specific artistic intentions. The technical process in itself involves the intention of giving value to the material. 
All the preliminary research procedures and design methodology are part of the technique, which tends to make the operational phase faster, more perfect and efficient. Decorative techniques aim at results of aesthetic value and any technique used can therefore be considered an artistic technique. 
An aesthetic value can therefore be achieved only if the research is aimed at determining image values, and only a profound knowledge of the means and materials, which is acquired through experimentation, allows you to control the processing phases of an artistic product and to understand the technical-expressive potential of each subject.
Structured in design and laboratory activities, the training course of the teaching area of the techniques and technologies of decoration, aims to be a laboratory of creativity where to design visual communications, providing an overview, as comprehensive as possible, of the techniques and technologies related to decoration, with particular attention to the traditional ones.
Part of the didactic activity will aim at deepening the concept of self-production, a useful path for the re-evaluation of applied arts, "handmade" and territorial design in relation to architecture, the environment and furnishings.
